‘Thirteen Stories’

Thirteen Stories is a selection of 12 short stories, by 12 authors, based upon a found strip of two passport photographs. The strip, slightly scuffed and worn, shows only the bottom half of a middle to old aged man’s face, and a well pressed suit, shirt and tie. Within each book a reproduction of the found passport photograph is included as a bookmark and as a suggestion of the absent thirteenth story.

Each story uses the photograph, or the character in the photograph, differently, giving the contents of the book a flux with no constant meaning. The man in the photograph is a bank robber, the subject of an affair, the object of obsessional desire, and a bad father to name a few of his incarnations. The book denies us a definitive interpretation of the character and in this sense it treats the photograph in much the same way it was when it was found on the street - any questions about it’s origin, context, and identity are ultimately left unanswered.

The Miller and McAfee Press have been producing art work since 1999. Their practice has evolved to concentrate on the production of independently published printed matter, installation and audio work. Often made in collaboration with others, projects straddle disciplines and include the contributions of individuals and groups from wide ranging fields. 

Cultural agents are examined and reorganised - The Bible, the choir, the archive, the classroom, the pop song, the joke, the survey, the Play, paperback fiction. Old artefacts are remixed and re-released, revealing parts previously concealed. The Miller and McAfee Press’ approach will mean that work is frequently generated through conversation with chosen collaborators. This open attitude pervades the working processes and output of The Miller and McAfee Press.
